Changes to ePR
There have been two new certifications added to the ePR.  

        1.  NPG 7120.5 Certification.  The NASA Federal Acquisition Regulations Supplement require that all purchase requests have a certification that states either - 
          (1)  The requested action is not in support of programs and projects subject to the requirements of NPG 7120.5, or
          (2)  The requested action is in support of programs and projects subject to the requirements of NPG 7120.5, and -
               (i)    All NPG 7120.5 required documentation is current and has been approved; or 
               (ii)   Authority to proceed without the required documentation has been granted by the Chair of the Governing Program Management Council or designee.

The certification requirement has been in effect for several years but we were not able to enforce it with card holders until we were able to get ePR changed.  Attached for your information is a current list of projects and programs at Ames subject to NPG 7120.5. 

2.  The second certification is Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) Accessibility Compliance (EITAC),  which is part of the Center's implementation of Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794d), and the Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) Accessibility Standards (36 CFR part 1194).  Until January 2003, micro-purchases (under $2500) are not subject to this requirement so check that block.  

For your information the act requires agencies to  ensure that- 

     (1) Federal employees with disabilities have access to and use of information and data that is comparable to the access and use by Federal employees who are not individuals with disabilities; and 
     (2) Members of the public with disabilities seeking information or services from an agency have access to and use of information and data that is comparable to the access to and use of information and data by members of the public who are not individuals with disabilities.

More information on this requirement will impact micro purchases will be coming out before January 2003.   If you have any questions regarding this bulletin please call me at 4-3012.
